CONSENT AGENDA 

The Consent Agenda, which included Minutes from the December 8, 2009 Board of Directors Meeting, the 
December 1, 2009-January 15, 2010 Financial Report, IHSAA Board of Directors Action via phone, e-mail, 
fax, and the Class of 2010 Hall of Fame finalists, was approved. 
 

REPORT AGENDA 
Y.E.A. Update  
Dick Curtis reported on the YEA Board meeting that was held in the IHSAA office on December 16. The Board 
adopted two proposals to expand dividend distribution to member schools. The first proposal will add Cross 
Country, Golf and Softball to the three existing activities of Drama, Speech and Track for a total of six activities 
used in calculating the schools' dividends. The second proposal adopted a new distribution formula. As of June 
30, 3.5% of the total account portfolio will be set aside for annual dividend distribution. The per diem for the 
reimbursable activities will be fixed at $15 per participant. Mileage will be adjusted so that the entire 3.5% will be 
paid out. A school could receive less than the total amount available if the vestment percentage is less than 100%. 
If a school is only 50% vested, it will receive only 50% of their available allotment. The fund balance stands at 
$2,655,925.27. 
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2009 State Drama 
Julie Hammons reported on the 2009 State Drama Tournament that was held at Bonneville High School. Thirty-
nine schools were represented with 473 participants. Administrators from Bonneville High School as well as the 
tournament host and manager are to be commended for their work. A loss of $3,600 was reported. 
 
NFHS Winter and Football Rules Meetings 
John Billetz reported on the NFHS Winter Meeting that was held in San Francisco.  
National tournaments / events were a subject of discussion as well as legal issues, particularly involvement by 
the state legislatures. Idaho has not been in favor of national tournaments in the past and will continue that 
course until member schools request otherwise.  
John will be attending the NFHS Football Rules Meeting in Indianapolis January 23-24. 
 
NFHS Spirit Rules Meeting 
Julie Hammons reported on the NFHS Spirit Rules Meeting held January 10-11 in Indianapolis. Idaho did not 
send a representative this year. Safety was a key issue at the conference. Idaho has encouraged coaches of 
stunting cheer teams to be AACCA certified. Some NFHS and AACCA safety rules are in disparity at this point 
in time; both entities are working to find common ground on those issues. 
 
NIAAA National Conference 
Jay Darrington reported on the NIAAA conference held during December in Dallas, Texas.  
 
Webcasting Contract 
John Billetz reported on the IHSAA webcasting contract that is coming up for renewal. Bids will be received 
from February 1-March 12. All bids will be opened on April 13 and awarded on June 9. The length of the 
contract will be for 2010-11, 2011-12, 2012-13 and must include webcasting of six state tournaments where 
possible.  
 
Proposed State Volleyball Schedule 
John Billetz reported on a proposed schedule for state volleyball that would allow 1 3/4 hours per match on the 
first day and two hours per match on the second day. Under the current schedule, when matches go to five 
games the times may be off for the entire day after the first match. This creates problems for spectators and 
arriving teams. A suggestion was given to not list a specific time for Match 8, but rather list it as Ò20 minutes 
following Match 7", or ÒTwenty minutes following the conclusion of Match 7, but not starting before 8:30Ó.

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IHSAA By -Laws 
Revising Article I Section 1 of the IHSAA By-Laws was approved as a Final Reading. 
 

MEMBERSHIP 
Section 1.  A.   Regular Members.  Any public or private school within the State of Idaho that meets the 
accrediting standards of secondary schools as required by the State Board of Education and facility and program 
requirements for interscholastic competition as outlined by the IHSAA Board of Directors is eligible to become 
a regular member of the corporation.  Application for membership by schools in the State must be approved by 
a two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors at any regular meeting as a final reading at the January IHSAA 
Board of Directors Meeting the school year prior to membership. 
 
Revising Article I Section 2 of the IHSAA By-Laws was approved as a Final Reading. 
 
Section 2. Dues.  The annual dues shall be fixed by the Board of Directors and are payable to the 
corporation on or before October 1 for regular members and August 10 for associate members. Associate 
members dues are payable to the corporation before the starting practice date of the sport or activity in which 
they are requesting to compete.  A school in arrears for dues, fines or assessments shall not be eligible to 
compete in any interscholastic contest held under the rules of the corporation, and shall not receive credit 
toward championship honors for games or contests won or lost during the period of ineligibility.  If any game or 
contest is played it shall be declared "no game or contest" in competition for championship honors.  Any school 
in violation of this section may be suspended by the Board of Directors. 
 
5A State Tennis 
Seeding guidelines for the 5A State Tennis Tournament were approved as a Final Reading.

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o Exception:  Because District 3 receives 8 of the 16 bracket positions, it will only be guaranteed that they will not play another 
District 3 player in the 1st round of the State Championships

o If the draw results in the same schools playing in the same quarter, adjustments will be made if possible   

 
¥ At each District seeding meeting, the coaches will elect 2 state tournament seeding representatives to seed the state tournament and draw in

Schools of Excellence 
Revising the Schools of Excellence Award Program from 1A to 1A Division I and 1A Division II was approved 
as a Final Reading, effective for the current year. 
 
Sideline Cheer 
Modifications to the sideline cheer division were approved as a Final Reading, effective for the current year. 

Sideline Cheer: Time: 1:30 max.  Routine should consist of a variety of crowd involvement and performance cheers, chants and 
jumps. Routine must include at least one two-jump series performed by entire team in unison with no prep between jumps.  A 
maximum of two types of props may be used in addition to poms.  Types include 1. hand held signs; 2. megaphones; 3. banners; 
4.large flags; 5. items used as bases.  Permitted: jumps, megaphones, pom-pons, signs, banners.  Not Permitted: partner stunts, 
pyramids, tosses, tumbling, music. 

 
IHSAA Rules 17-2-4 and 17-2-5 
Revising IHSAA Rules 17-2-4 and 17-2-5 was approved as a Final Reading. 
 

17-2-4 Pre-Season Coaching  Coaches are not allowed to coach students of the school competitively (during competition) prior to the 
start of that sport season during the school year. 

 

Pre-Season Coaching  Coaches are not allowed to coach students of the school competitively (during competition) from August 1 
to the start of that sport season. 

 

17-2-5 Summer Programs  Summer programs must be voluntary and must be terminated before the first practice date of the high 
school sports season.  

 

Summer Programs  Summer programs must be voluntary and must be terminated by the last day of July. Conditioning programs 
such as weight lifting and running may continue.

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Honest Effort Rule - Golf 
Adding the ÒHonest EffortÓ rule in golf was approved as a Final Reading. 

ÒHonest Effort:  A player who starts, but does not finish, the district tournament may be counted in 
determining the number of qualifying teams and individuals provided the meet manager determines that 
an honest effort was made and the non-finish was due to circumstances beyond the golferÕs control.Ó 

 
Pep Band Guidelines 
The following pep band guidelines for state tournaments were approved as a Final Reading.  

Dear Director, 
These guidelines have been prepared to give you some ideas on how to make tournament experiences enjoyable and assist you with some of the expectations and challenges relating to 
basketball tournaments. 
 
Most schools have established protocol for a home basketball game and how that works is up to you. However when a band ventures out of the “friendly confines” a few things change 
and you, as the person in charge of your group, need to be aware of them: 
1) When you arrive at the tournament location, be the first one from your group to check in at the pass gate and let them know that your group is on the way in. They will want to 

know how many band members and chaperones are with you. Students should receive a hand stamp. 
2) Determine where your band will be sitting by talking to the tournament director or designate. Be sure you introduce yourself to that person and let them know where you will be if 

they need to contact you. Let the tournament official know that you are in charge of your students and if they have concerns about your group, they can talk directly to you and you 
will handle the situation. 

3) Be aware of who is playing the Star Spangled Banner and instruct your students on how to behave while another group is playing our national anthem. 
4) While the group is setting up, walk over and introduce yourself to the other director and work out who will be playing between quarters and talk about time outs. Decide who will 

play on the first timeout. 
5) There is a twenty minute warm up period before the game starts. This is where you will be doing most of your playing. 

1) If one team is ready to take the floor before another, allow that band to play their team onto the court first. 
2)  Bands should alternate songs. If you are not ready, indicate to the other director that they should play. 
3) Please limit soloing to keep songs a little shorter. Remember that both groups are there to perform. 
4) When itʼs time for your group to perform, be ready! 
5) The teams are competing. The bands are entertaining. Avoid playing the same song back to back with the other group. Consider playing the shorter version of the fight song. 
6) Avoid “stepping on” the other band by initiating a tune while they are playing. 

 
6) During the course of the game there will be limited opportunities to perform: 

1) Between quarters - this should be worked out ahead of time. 
2) 30 second timeouts - (referee touches shoulders) 
3) 60 second (full) timeouts (referee extends arms out like a ʻTʼ) - stop playing at the first buzzer that calls the players back to the court. 
4) Do not play during a live ball situation. 

A. It is actually not legal to play “chasers” after a basket because play has not stopped. 
7) To avoid embarrassment to your organization, please make sure that your students only play their instruments at appropriate times. 
8) After the game: 

1) The winning team plays the fight song first. 
2) Break down your equipment and make way for the next band as efficiently as possible. 
3) If you are waiting for a band to leave the area, prep your students ahead of time so that they will patiently wait for the group to leave.

A request for regular membership into the IHSAA by Ambrose High School was tabled pending approval of 
locker rooms and possibility of a different site for home games if locker rooms are an issue.

A request to issue an IHSAA lifetime pass to an individual not meeting the requirements was denied. 
 

DISCUSSION AGENDA 
 
1. Amending the tie-breaking in Debate was discussed. The proposed addition of #6 reads as follows: 

The determining factors for breaking tie shall be 1) speaker ranking. If the tie still exists, the criteria 
shall be (in this order) 2) speaker points, 3: head-to-head, 4) opponents' win/loss record, 5) drop high 
and low, 6) as many additional tie breaker calculations available in the tournament software will 
be used to avoid ties. In the event that a tie still exists, a coin will be flipped, with the debate 
commissioner and the tournament manager conducting, in order to break the tie.  

This item was moved to the Action Agenda of the April meeting as a Final Reading. 
 
A letter from Twin Falls High School requesting to participate as a B school in State Debate. They are the 
only school in District IV that would compete at the A level.  
 
A request to allow Twin Falls High School to compete at the B level in State Debate for the 2011 
tournament was approved as a Final Reading. 

 
2. Reimbursement for state play-off and tournament travel in football was discussed. Concerns over the 

IHSAA reimbursement formula were brought to Nick Smith by a state legislator. 
A committee will be formed to address this issue and report at the April meeting. 

 
3. A proposed rule change for music was discussed.  The IMEA feels that the current rule is not specific 

enough for the intention. The rule was created to help encourage students to participate in schools instrumental, and vocal 
music programs.  If a student would like to compete at solo festivals they need to be in the school group that is associated with the 
division of competition.  For example: a soprano state soloist playing in the band instead of singing for the choir.  We want to 
encourage students to participate in their school groups first, and then provide extra opportunities like state solo and all state, as a 
reward for hard work in the classroom.  

Current Rule V. Eligibility 
1. All students who participate in Music Festivals or clinics must be regularly enrolled students of an IHSAA member school. 
All students must also be enrolled and participating members of a member school's band, choir or orchestra at the time of the 
Festival or clinic. Home-schooled/dual-enrollment students may participate according to IHSAA regulations. 
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Proposed Change:  
1. All students who participate in State Solo Contest, All-State, District Music Festivals or clinics are required to be members 
of an appropriate large performing ensemble accredited class (band/percussion, orchestra, choir or show/jazz/madrigal 
ensemble) at an IHSAA member high school. Each student must be an active member in the division of competition or event 
as his/her primary participation in the ensemble (band/percussion, orchestra, choir or show/jazz/madrigal ensemble) at the 
time of both the district and state events.  The only exception to this rule may be if a class is not offered at that school for the 
division of competition (for example: instrumentalist at school without an instrumental music program or vocalist at school 
without vocal music program).  Student still must be enrolled in a large performing group accredited ensemble at their high 
school.    

 
This item was moved to the Action Agenda of the April meeting. 

 
4. The results of a survey concerning the basketball Mercy Rule were discussed. Most schools returning the 

survey were in favor of the rule. There was nearly a 50/50 split on whether or not the clock should be 
stopped during free throws.
