Only one person will be admitted on the participating coach's IHSAA activity cardif the coach has been issued a
tournament pass. Passes will be issued only to coaches with IHSAA activity cards.

Statisticians, bus drivers, OextraO cheerleade& band members must purchase tickets for admissian The principal or
designated administrator of a participating school may arrange for these people to be admitted by signing for excess admissior
IHSAA pass gate The school will be invoiced faextra admissions after the tournament.

Crowd Control
Each school is responsible for the conduct of its students and adult fans. IHSAA rules require schools to provide close supervisi
all contests and asks for support and cooperation of admiaistiatenforcing the following rules:

1. No one other than authorized individuals will be allowed on the floor or in restricted areas.

2. Persons who enter the floor or restricted areas will be removed from the premises for the remainder of the tournament.

Sportsmanship Rules
The following sportsmanship rules will be in effect at all IHSAA state-pfésyand championship events:
1. Face Painting Full or halfface painting is not permitted. Partial face paintingeisnitted i.e. small markings orheeks,
nose, forehead.

Inappropriate Behavior  The following are not permitted:

b. Verlal harassment or derogatory remarks directed toward an opponent or official.

3. Cheerleaders- Twelve cheerleaders in uniform for eachaal will be admitted free. Schools may bring more cheerleaders, but
will be billed for the extra admissions after the tournament.

4. Student Sections All students must present their activity cards to be admitted for the discount price. A speaoiglsseativill
be reserved for student cheering sections.

5. Halftime Activities - Marching Bands, Color Guards or other official school organizations desiring to perform at halftime sho
make prior arrangements with the tournament director. Any halfienfermance is limited ttwelve minutestotal time.



Home and Visiting Team Designation

Home team: The team that travels the greatest distance to the site will be designated as the visiting team. The visiting team wil
assigned the largest lockeoro with the most showers and restrooms and will be placed on the same side of the playing field as tl
press box. If both teams are from the same city, the team with the highest seed will be designated as the home team. Locker ro
sideline placement aratudent sections will be assigned at the discretion of the site manager. The visiting team will wear the
white/light color away jersey

Heaters and Phones (for Playoff Games)

Heaters and headphones must be made available to the visiting team if theygr® be used by the host team. When playing in a
facility where headphones are provided by that facility and one set malfunctions or is unusable, the opposing team will be notifi
game management to discontinue the use of the headphone untilreiels both teams can have the use of headphones.

Pre-Championship Site Selections

The Board of Directors will approve the sites, dates, and times for all footbabiblggmes. In all football plapffs, the term Ohost
team@Ghould not be construedo mean the contest will automatically be played at that team's home field.

In the semi final game (excluding 5A / 4A schools), if both teams traveled or if both teams were home, the top team will be the
If one traveled and one team did not ie tjuarter final, the host in the semi final round will be the team that traveled in the quar
final round. In the championship round, all games will be played in the Kibbie Dome, Holt Arena or Bronco Stadium, if possible.
Note: The above plan will apptp 3A and 2A classifications in the second round.

The host schools has the right to host the game at their school or move it to a neutral site such as Holt Arena, Bronco Stadil
Kibbie Dome, or any site that meets the IHSAA state -pfiyrequiremets. Note: Games to be played at Holt Arena, Bronco
Stadium, or the Kibbie Dome must be approved by the IHSAA before being scheduled at these sites.
